Reading from 1 Peter 3.13-22 
 

Who is going to harm you if you are eager to do good?  But even if you 
should suffer for what is right, you are blessed.  ‘Do not fear their 
threats; do not be frightened.’ But in your hearts revere Christ as Lord.  
 

Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to 
give the reason for the hope that you have. But do this with gentleness 
and respect, keeping a clear conscience, so that those who speak 
maliciously against your good behaviour in Christ may be ashamed of 
their slander.  For it is better, if it is God’s will, to suffer for doing good 
than for doing evil. For Christ also suffered once for sins, the righteous 
for the unrighteous, to bring you to God.  



He was put to death in the body but made alive in the Spirit.  After 
being made alive, he went and made proclamation to the imprisoned 
spirits to those who were disobedient long ago when God waited 
patiently in the days of Noah while the ark was being built. In it only a 
few people, eight in all, were saved through water, and this water 
symbolises baptism that now saves you also – not the removal of dirt 
from the body but the pledge of a clear conscience towards God.  
 

It saves you by the resurrection of Jesus Christ, who has gone into 
heaven and is at God’s right hand, with all the angels, authorities and 
powers in submission to him. 

 
 

Hymn HOLY SPIRIT, LIVING BREATH OF GOD, 
Breathe new life into my willing soul. 
Let the presence of the risen Lord, 
Come renew my heart and make me whole. 
Cause Your Word to come alive in me; 
Give me faith for what I cannot see, 
Give me passion for Your purity; 
Holy Spirit, breathe new life in me. 
 
Holy Spirit, come abide within, 
May Your joy be seen in all I do. 
Love enough to cover every sin, 
In each thought and deed and attitude.

      Before he was given up to suffering and death, recalling the night of 
 Israel’s release, the night in which slaves walked free, 
      at supper with his disciples, he took bread and offered you thanks 
 he broke the bread, and gave it to them, saying: 'Take, eat. 
      This is my Body: it is broken for you.' 
 

 After supper, he took the cup, he offered you thanks, 
      and gave it to them saying: 
      'Drink this, all of you. This is my Blood of the new covenant; 
      it is poured out for you, and for all, that sins may be forgiven. 
      Do this in remembrance of me.' 
 

      We now obey your Son's command. 
      We recall his blessed passion and death, 
      his glorious resurrection and ascension; 
      and we look for the coming of his Kingdom. 
      Made one with him, we offer you these gifts 
      and with them ourselves, a single, holy, living sacrifice. 
 

      Hear us, most merciful Father, and send your Holy Spirit upon us 
      and upon this bread and this wine, that, overshadowed  
 by his life-giving power they may be the body and blood of your Son 
 and we may be kindled with the fire of your love, 
 renewed for the service of your Kingdom.   
 

      Help us, who are baptised into the fellowship of Christ's Body 
      to live and work to your praise and glory; 
      may we grow together in unity and love until at last,  
 in your new creation,  
 we enter into our heritage in the company of the Virgin Mary,  
 the apostles and prophets,  
 and of all our brothers and sisters living and departed. 
 

      Through Jesus Christ our Lord, with whom, and in whom,  
 in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be to you, 
      Lord of all ages, world without end.
